
New Health Plan
Signs Up Record
Number

Baltimore, Md.—
Erickson AdvantageSM, the
new health insurance plan
available exclusively to
people who live at
Erickson-built and -man-
aged campuses, started
enrolling members in
Maryland late last fall, and
has already reached more
than 200 members. 

Last July, the Erickson
health plan formally
received approval from the
Centers for Medicare and
Medicaid to begin imple-
mentation of a Medicare
demonstration project for
campuses built and man-
aged by Erickson. 

According to Bruce
Sturm, senior vice presi-
dent of Erickson
AdvantageSM, the Erickson
health plan is an excellent
option for most residents
“because in addition to
broader benefits available
anywhere, the plan
includes an excellent drug
benefit that could result in
significant savings.”

The plan is slated to
roll out at Ann’s Choice in
Pennsylvania, Brooksby
Village and Linden Ponds
in Massachusetts, Cedar
Crest and Seabrook in
New Jersey, and
Greenspring in Virginia
starting this month; then
in 2007 at Fox Run and
Henry Ford Village in
Michigan, Monarch

Landing and Sedgebrook
in Illinois, and Eagle’s
Trace in Texas.

Anne Blackburn received
international recognition as
the 2005 Community
Partner of the Year from
the Wildlife Habitat
Council (WHC) for her
contributions to wildlife
habitat conservation and
environmental education
at Riderwood, the
Erickson-built and –man-
aged campus where she
lives. 

The Community
Partner of the Year award
goes to one organization or
individual for making a
significant contribution
and lasting impact on a
site’s wildlife habitat
enhancement programs
through hands-on environ-
mental awareness and
enhancement activities. 

The Riderwood cam-
pus was also recognized as
a national pilot project of
WHC for retirement com-
munity involvement in the
USDA Natural Resources
Conservation Service’s
Backyard Conservation
Program. Blackburn led
Riderwood to be among

the first retirement com-
munities in the world to
receive habitat certification
through the Wildlife
Habitat Council.

Cookbook Benefits
Scholars 

Dearborn, Mich.—
Henry Ford Village is now
offering the HFV Scholars
Cookbook which contains
400 recipes from Henry
Ford Village residents and
staff members. “You’ll also
find unique recipes and
old-time favorites as well as
helpful hints,” says Henry
Ford Village Foundation
Manager Cheryl Presley. 

The cookbook is for
sale at Henry Ford Village’s
market store and sells for
$11.95, plus tax. Proceeds
from the sales of the cook-
books will support the
Henry Ford Village
Foundation’s scholarship
program, which this year
presented nearly $100,000
in scholarships to 38 local
high school students who
work in the dining services
department at Henry Ford
Village.

Here’s one of the
recipes you’ll find in the
cookbook:

Sweet Potato and 
Crab Soup
(Henry Ford Village
Dining Services)

6 oz. yams, fresh
1/2 tsp. ground nutmeg
3 T. margarine
1/2 tsp. ground cinnamon
3 T. flour
1/2 tsp. chili powder
2 tsp. oil
3/4 c. half-and–half cream
2 tsp. garlic, chopped
1 1/2 oz. imitation crab-
meat
1/4 c. celery, chopped
3 oz. crab claw meat 
(pasteurized)
1/2 c. yellow onion,
chopped
1 T. chives, freeze dried
4 1/2 c. hot water
1 oz. chives, fresh
1T. chicken soup base

Peel and dice up yams
to medium cut. Melt mar-
garine and stir in flour to
make roux. Saute garlic,
celery and onions until
tender. Add the water and
base for stock. Add nut-
meg, cinnamon, chili pow-
der, and sweet potatoes,
and bring to a simmer
until potatoes are just
cooked through. Stir in the
roux until thickened. 

Reduce heat to low
simmer and add the cream
and the crabmeat. Be care-
ful not to break up crab-
meat. Turn off soup and
add the dried chives. Chop
up the fresh chives and use
to garnish the tops of each
soup serving (serves 8).
